STUDYING  ABROAD

It only seems like yesterday that I left home but it’s already been six months. How time flies! Since I came here, I have not only learned much about Britain’s culture, but also made a lot of friends from all over the world.  In the year 400 BC ancient Romans had only a small area of land in the centre of Italy, but during the next 700 years or so they conquered and spread over a great territory. Then the Roman Empire declined and fell. There has been much argument about what this could have been caused by.
The most popular idea used to be that the Romans, who had been strong, very moral and full of courage, became soft, lazy, immoral and degenerate because they had slaves and foreigners to do all the work and fighting for them while they lived a life of comfort and pleasure.
However, modern studies suggest that the Romans must have been so much weakened by disease that they no longer had the strength or the numbers to resist their enemies abroad. In AD 165, soldiers who had been fighting in Mesopotamia brought a new illness, almost certainly smallpox, back home. The Romans had no natural immunity to it, and it killed as many as one third of the inhabitants in parts of the homeland in Italy.

So long as humans were still nomadic (кочевой), they would not have been attacked by many diseases, because they never stayed in one place long enough to allow parasites to spread. But when people began to settle and cultivate crops, parasites must have been allowed to spread in the dirty water that the people used again and again for different purposes. However, when a population is large enough for some people to live through an epidemic, things get better, because those who remain alive have immunity to the disease, so it cannot expand any more and it dies out.

In Rome, the result of such epidemic attacks was a big fall in the population, especially on the borders of the Empire. The Roman citizens were forced to allow foreign neighbours to settle and live on the land that had become deserted, or nearly empty, as a result of deaths from disease, in exchange for the newcomers’ military service – to defend the Empire borders from numerous enemy attacks.

But those foreigners proved to be either unwilling or unable to fight for the Roman Empire as strongly as it had been defended before. The consequence was that the outside invaders were able to come in and destroy  the country, thus bringing civilization in Europe to an end for hundreds of years, until it was brought in again from Asia and Africa.
